Possessive adjectives are used to show ownership or possession.
The possessive adjectives in Spanish are:

mi - my

tu - your (familiar)

su - his, her, your (formal), their

nuestro, nuestra - our

An s is added to the possessive adjective when modifying more than
one person or thing. For example: mis hermanos; tus teléfonos.

Nuestro is used with masculine nouns. Nuestra is used with feminine
nouns. For example: nuestra casa; nuestro bebé.

Although su can mean his, her, their or your (formal), the exact
meaning is usually clear from the context of the sentence.
